Pardee oversees Exelon Generation, which is composed of nuclear, coal, hydro-electric, natural gas, oil, solar, wind and landfill gas generating facilities. Exelon Generation’s foundation and competitive advantage is the nation’s largest and consistently high performing nuclear generation fleet.


Professional History

Pardee most recently served as President and Chief Nuclear Officer. Previously, he was Exelon Nuclear’s Chief Operating Officer, were he was responsible for Exelon Nuclear’s fleet of 10 nuclear stations with 17 reactors that generate more than 17,000 megawatts of electricity annually. It is the third largest nuclear fleet in the world, and the largest in America with nearly 20 percent of the nation’s nuclear generating capacity.

Pardee has held numerous executive level positions at Exelon Nuclear in the areas of operations, engineering, nuclear fuels, project management and security.

Pardee joined Exelon Nuclear in February 2000 as Site Vice President of LaSalle County Generating Station in Illinois. He came to Exelon from Florida Power Corp.’s Crystal River Unit 3, where he served as Plant Manager. Prior to Crystal River, he was Operations Manager at Carolina Power & Light’s Brunswick Nuclear Plant in North Carolina. His experience includes a tour at the Institute of Nuclear Power Operations (INPO) in Atlanta, Ga., and various managerial and supervisory positions in maintenance, operations and training with General Electric at the Knolls Atomic Power Laboratory in Windsor, Conn.

Pardee is a member of the Nuclear Energy Institute’s Nuclear Strategic Issues Advisory Committee and the National Academy of Nuclear Training’s Accrediting Board. He is also the Exelon Executive Sponsor of the Asian American Community for Exelon Success (AACES). In addition, Pardee is on the Board of the Greater Chicago Chapter of the ALS Association.
Education
Pardee is a graduate of the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy and completed the Advanced Management Program at Harvard University. He earned a Senior Reactor Operator license at Brunswick and a senior reactor operator certification at Nine Mile Point Nuclear Station, and qualified as Engineering Officer of the Watch at the GE Naval Prototype plants.
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
